Know all exit routes.

Maintain view of fireworks.

Know alarm procedures.

Know fire extinguisher location 
and operation.

RemRemove and dispose of damaged 
fireworks.

Remove loose pyrotechnic 
powder promptly.

Use only non-sparking tools; 
no vacuum cleaners.

Do not allow smoking within 50 feet.

KKeep facilities secure.
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
