Applicant and property must meet all requirements; 

additional underwriting criteria may apply.  

Eligible Applicants: 
 Must meet certain income 

guidelines 
 Must have been current on 

the mortgage for the six (6) 
months prior to the date of 
hardship 

 Must agree to pay a 
minimum of thirty percent 
(30%) of gross monthly 
household income towards 
PITI 

 Must own only one (1) home 
 Must be a resident of the 

State of Indiana 
 Cannot have liquid assets 

sufficient to make six (6) 
months or more mortgage 
payments, excluding 
retirement accounts 

 Cannot have an active 
bankruptcy; if discharged, 
must be able to prove 
reaffirmation 

 Will be required to engage in 
a job training program, 
educational courses or forty 
hours of volunteer activities 
per month
