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Presentation Notes
During the early 1990’s the numbers of diagnoses among whites, blacks/African Americans and Hispanics/Latinos increased, peaked during 1992-1993, and then decreased since that time. However, decreases were not consistent across races/ethnicities: the number of AIDS diagnoses among blacks/African Americans surpassed whites for the first time in 1994 and has remained higher than whites and Hispanics/Latinos since that time.
 
All displayed data are estimates. Estimated numbers resulted from statistical adjustment that accounted for reporting delays, but not for incomplete reporting.
 
The Asian category includes Asian/Pacific Islander legacy cases (cases that were diagnosed and reported under the old race/ethnicity classification system).  
 
Hispanics/Latinos can be of any race.
