ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS 3

SEC. 101. (a) REQUIRING AMOUNTS REMAINING IN 4

MEMBERS’ REPRESENTATIONAL ALLOWANCES TO BE 5

USED FOR DEFICIT REDUCTION OR TO REDUCE THE 6

FEDERAL DEBT.—Notwithstanding any other provision of 7

law, any amounts appropriated under this Act for 8

‘‘HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES—Salaries and Ex-9

penses—Members’ Representational Allowances’’ shall be 10

available only for fiscal year 2013. Any amount remaining 11

after all payments are made under such allowances for fis-12

cal year 2013 shall be deposited in the Treasury and used 13

for deficit reduction (or, if there is no Federal budget def-14

icit after all such payments have been made, for reducing 15

the Federal debt, in such manner as the Secretary of the 16

Treasury considers appropriate). 17

(b) REGULATIONS.—The Committee on House Ad-18

ministration of the House of Representatives shall have 19

authority to prescribe regulations to carry out this section. 20

(c) DEFINITION.—As used in this section, the term 21

‘‘Member of the House of Representatives’’ means a Rep-22

resentative in, or a Delegate or Resident Commissioner 23

to, the Congress. 24

compensation payments for former employees of the 6

House.’’. 7

(b) The amendment made by subsection (a) shall 8

apply with respect to fiscal year 2013 and each succeeding 9

fiscal year. 10

SEC. 103. (a) Section 101(c)(2) of the Legislative 11

Branch Appropriations Act, 1993 (2 U.S.C. 95b(c)(2)) is 12

amended by striking ‘‘and ‘Allowances and Expenses’ ’’ 13

and inserting the following: ‘‘ ‘Allowances and Expenses’, 14

the heading for any joint committee under the heading 15

‘Joint Items’ (to the extent that amounts appropriated for 16

the joint committee are disbursed by the Chief Adminis-17

trative Officer of the House of Representatives), and ‘Of-18

fice of the Attending Physician’ ’’. 19

(b) The amendment made by subsection (a) shall 20

apply with respect to fiscal year 2013 and each succeeding 21

fiscal year. 22

$5,000 for official reception and representation expenses, 16

to be expended as the Architect of the Capitol may ap-17

prove; for purchase or exchange, maintenance, and oper-18

ation of a passenger motor vehicle, $90,755,000, of which 19

$999,000 shall remain available until September 30, 2017. 20

CAPITOL BUILDING 21

For all necessary expenses for the maintenance, care 22

and operation of the Capitol, $28,591,000, of which 23

$3,500,000 shall remain available until September 30, 24

2017. 25
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CAPITOL GROUNDS 1

For all necessary expenses for care and improvement 2

of grounds surrounding the Capitol, the Senate and House 3

office buildings, and the Capitol Power Plant, 4

$17,152,000, of which $7,300,000 shall remain available 5

until September 30, 2017. 6

HOUSE OFFICE BUILDINGS 7

For all necessary expenses for the maintenance, care 8

and operation of the House office buildings, $83,964,000, 9

of which $19,362,000 shall remain available until Sep-10

tember 30, 2017. 11

In addition, for a payment to the House Historic 12

Buildings Revitalization Trust Fund, $30,000,000, shall 13

remain available until expended. 14

CAPITOL POWER PLANT 15

For all necessary expenses for the maintenance, care 16

and operation of the Capitol Power Plant; lighting, heat-17

ing, power (including the purchase of electrical energy) 18

and water and sewer services for the Capitol, Senate and 19

House office buildings, Library of Congress buildings, and 20

the grounds about the same, Botanic Garden, Senate ga-21

rage, and air conditioning refrigeration not supplied from 22

plants in any of such buildings; heating the Government 23

Printing Office and Washington City Post Office, and 24

heating and chilled water for air conditioning for the Su-25
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preme Court Building, the Union Station complex, the 1

Thurgood Marshall Federal Judiciary Building and the 2

Folger Shakespeare Library, expenses for which shall be 3

advanced or reimbursed upon request of the Architect of 4

the Capitol and amounts so received shall be deposited 5

into the Treasury to the credit of this appropriation, 6

$108,616,000, of which $23,404,000 shall remain avail-7

able until September 30, 2017: Provided, That not more 8

than $9,400,000 of the funds credited or to be reimbursed 9

to this appropriation as herein provided shall be available 10

for obligation during fiscal year 2013.

motion pictures in the custody of the Library; operation 11

and maintenance of the American Folklife Center in the 12

Library; activities under the Civil Rights History Project 13

Act of 2009; preparation and distribution of catalog 14

records and other publications of the Library; hire or pur-15

chase of one passenger motor vehicle; and expenses of the 16

Library of Congress Trust Fund Board not properly 17

notwithstanding any provision of chapter 8 of title 17, 19

United States Code, any amounts made available under 20

this heading which are attributable to royalty fees and 21

SEC. 210. None of the funds made available by this 9

Act may be used to deliver a printed copy of any version 10

of the Congressional Record to the office of a Member of 11

the House of Representatives (including a Delegate or 12

Resident Commissioner to the Congress). 13

LIMITATION ON AMOUNT AVAILABLE TO LEASE VEHICLES 14

SEC. 211. None of the funds made available in this 15

Act may be used by the Chief Administrative Officer of 16

the House of Representatives to make any payments from 17

any Members’ Representational Allowance for the leasing 18

of a vehicle, excluding mobile district offices, in an aggre-19

gate amount that exceeds $1,000 for the vehicle in any 20

month. 21

AUTHORIZING COMMERCIAL ACTIVITY ON UNION SQUARE 22

SEC. 212. (a) CONTINUATION OF TYPES OF ACTIVITY 23

PREVIOUSLY AUTHORIZED.— 24

(1) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any limita-25

tions on the use of the United States Capitol 26
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Grounds (including section 5104(c) of title 40, 1

United States Code), the Chief of the United States 2

Capitol Police (hereafter referred to as the 3

‘‘Chief’’)— 4

(A) may issue a permit authorizing a per-5

son to engage in commercial activity in Union 6

Square if the activity is similar to the types of 7

commercial activity permitted in Union Square 8

prior to the transfer of jurisdiction and control 9

of Union Square to the Architect of the Capitol 10

under section 1202 of the Legislative Branch 11

Appropriations Act, 2012 (Public Law 112-74); 12

and 13

(B) under the terms and conditions of such 14

a permit, may require the person to whom the 15

permit is issued to pay a fee to cover any costs 16

incurred by the Architect of the Capitol as a re-17

sult of the issuance of the permit, if the fees 18

are similar to the fees collected by the Director 19

of the National Park Service for commercial ac-20

tivity permitted in Union Square prior to such 21

transfer of jurisdiction and control. 22

(2) REGULATIONS.—The Chief shall carry out 23

this section in accordance with such regulations as 24

the Capitol Police Board may promulgate pursuant 25
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to the Board’s authority under section 14 of the Act 1

of July 31, 1946 (2 U.S.C. 1969). 2

(b) CAPITOL TRUST ACCOUNT.— 3

(1) ESTABLISHMENT.—There is established in 4

the Treasury of the United States an account for 5

the Architect of the Capitol to be known as the 6

‘‘Capitol Trust Account’’, consisting of all fees col-7

lected by the Chief under subsection (a)(2). 8

(2) TRANSFER.—Immediately upon receiving 9

any fees collected under subsection (a)(2), the Chief 10

shall transfer the fees to the Capitol Trust Account. 11

(3) USE OF FUNDS.—Amounts in the Capitol 12

Trust Account shall be available without fiscal year 13

limitation for such maintenance, improvements, and 14

projects with respect to Union Square as the Archi-15

tect of the Capitol considers appropriate, subject to 16

the approval of the Committees on Appropriations of 17

the House of Representatives and Senate. 18

(c) UNION SQUARE.—In this section, the term 19

‘‘Union Square’’ means the area for which jurisdiction and 20

control was transferred to the Architect of the Capitol 21

under section 1202 of the Legislative Branch Appropria-22

tions Act, 2012 (Public Law 112-74). 23
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(d) EFFECTIVE DATE.—This section shall take effect 1

on the date of the enactment of the Legislative Branch 2

Appropriations Act, 2012 (Public Law 112-74). 3

SPENDING REDUCTION ACCOUNT 4

SEC. 213. The amount by which the applicable alloca-5

tion of new budget authority made by the Committee on 6

Appropriations of the House of Representatives under sec-7

tion 302(b) of the Congressional Budget Act of 1974, ex-8

cluding Senate items, exceeds the amount of proposed new 9

budget authority is $0. 10

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Legislative Branch Ap-11

propriations Act, 2013’’.
