
Summer Shuttle Information

 Route Information 

Giant Forest
Free. Giant Forest Museum to both Sherman Tree trails to 
Lodgepole. Every 15 minutes, 9am - 6pm. Last bus of the day 
back to Lodgepole from Giant Forest Museum leaves at 6:15pm, 
from Sherman Tree wheelchair-accessible trail (on the Generals 
Highway) at 6:25pm, from Sherman Tree Main Trail at 6:30pm.

Wolverton - Sherman Tree
Free. New route this year. Every 30 minutes. Leaves Wolverton 
9am-6:30pm on the hour and half-hour. Stops at the 
Main Sherman Tree Trail (upper trailhead) and the 
wheelchair-accessible Sherman Tree trail (on the Generals 
Highway). Last bus back to Wolverton leaves the accessible 
trail at 6:40pm and the Main Trail at 6:45pm.

Moro Rock / Crescent Meadow 
Free. Every 15 minutes, starting 9am. Last bus leaves Moro Rock at about 6:30pm, Crescent Meadow at 6:40pm. 
Note: The road is closed to vehicles on weekends, holidays, and July 4th week (7/2-6) from 9am - 4pm, except to 
shuttles and vehicles with ô placards or wilderness permits. The road is open to all vehicles outside those hours. 

Lodgepole - Wuksachi - Dorst 
Free. Hourly service. Leaves Lodgepole on the hour 9am - 6pm. When Dorst Campground is open (6/22-9/5), leaves 
Dorst hourly on the half hour 9:30am - 6:30pm. Stops at Wuksachi going both directions (9:10am - 6:10pm heading 
to Dorst; 9:40am - 6:40pm heading to Lodgepole). Before 6/22, it runs from Lodgepole to Wuksachi every 20 minutes.  
Note:  At Lodgepole, shuttle riders should park in the campground lot, not at the market. 

Giant Forest to Visalia 
$15 round trip (includes park entrance fee). Reservations required via 1-877-BUS-HIKE or sequoiashuttle.com. 
Buses leave Visalia at 6, 7, 8, 9, & 10am. Return trips leave Giant Forest 2:30 - 6:30pm, on the half hour. 

Dates:  May 24 through September 9, 2012
Accessibility:  All buses accommodate wheelchairs and bicycles.
Hours:  Shuttles run approximately 9am to 7pm daily, but time of first and 
last pickup varies by shuttle stop and by weekday, weekend, or holiday. 
Visitors relying on the shuttle to get back to their cars must be sure not to miss 
the last bus of the day. Times are shown in the Guide and at shuttle stops.
Parking:  Best options are Wolverton and Lodgepole 
Campground (not the market) on busy days.
