O  Did the landlord or apartment manager harass or intimidate you because of your
sex, race, national origin, color, religion, disability or your family status?

O  Were you offered less information than another applicant(s)?

O Did the landlord deny you the opportunity to make modifications because of your
disability?

O  Are families with children or persons with disabilities limited to only certain
buildings in the apartment complex or development?

While working with home improvement contractors or seeking homeowners
insurance...

O Did you have difficulty purchasing homeowners insurance due to the location of
your neighborhood?

O  Were you referred to a particular insurance company because of your credit
history?
When getting a home improvement loan...

O  Did you receive a loan with higher interest rates or less favorable terms than
promised?

O  Did the lender mislead you or change the terms of the loan?
