BJS Releases Victimizations Not Reported to the Police, 2006-2010 – According to the Bureau 

of Justice Statistics’(BJS) newly released report, Victimizations Not Reported to the Police, 

2006-2010, more than half of the nation’s violent crimes, or nearly 3.4 million violent 

victimizations a year, went unreported to the police between 2006 and 2010.  Using data from 

BJS’s National Crime Victimization Survey (NCVS), this new report examines characteristics of 

unreported victimizations, the reasons victims did not report crimes, and trends from 1994 to 

2010 in the types of crime not reported to police.  www.BJS.gov
