Acceptable Forms of Authorization:

Retesting for Higher Score:

e An applicant retesting, in an attempt to achieve a higher passing score, may retake the same test 30
days after the date of the last attempt. The applicant is required to submit the original applicable
Airman Knowledge Test Report (‘test report’) indicating the previous passing score to the proctor prior
to testing. The proctor must:

o0 collect and retain the original test report prior to administering the knowledge retest;
o make a legible copy of the original test report, and attach the copy to the applicable daily log;
0 issue the new test report to the applicant; and
0 destroy the previously issued original test report.
The score of the most recent test taken is the official score.

GENERAL GUIDELINES & RECOMMENDATIONS

e The proctor must make a legible photocopy of any identification and authorization documents
presented at the time of applicant processing and attach these copies to the applicable daily

log.

e An applicant must surrender his or her original test report to the Aviation Safety Inspector or examiner
when making application for a certificate or rating.

e Atestreportis considered an official, original test report only if it has an embossed (raised) seal.
