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REPORTING AND RECORDING OF MECHANICAL IRREGULARITIES
[135.23(f), and 135.65(d)]

Whenever a pilot finds a defective piece of equipment, they will:

1.
Check the Aircraft Discrepancy Record in the aircraft to see if the item has been previously reported and properly deferred.  If the item has not been previously written up, the Pilot-in-Command (PIC) will record the pertinent information on the company Aircraft Discrepancy Record.  The Aircraft Discrepancy Record will remain in the aircraft until the affected part is repaired or replaced and an entry to that effect is made in the aircraft permanent maintenance records.

2.
Check the approved minimum equipment list to determine if the defective equipment may be deferred and the conditions that must be met.

3.
If the defective equipment is not deferrable, the (PIC) will not allow the aircraft to take off until the Director of Maintenance (or his designee) is contacted and the mechanical irregularity is corrected in accordance with Section I of this manual.

All mechanical irregularities discovered during the course of a flight will be brought to the attention of the Director of Maintenance after the flight, whether or not the Director of Maintenance was notified previously.
