This issue of The DASIS Report pre-
sents results highlights from the 2003
N-SSATS. Conducted by the Substance
Abuse and Mental Health Services Admin-
istration (SAMHSA), N-SSAT'S is designed
to collect data on the location, characteris-
tics, and use of alcoholism and drug abuse
treatment facilities and services throughout
the 50 States, the District of Columbia, and
other U.S. jurisdictions.

In the United States and its jurisdictions
13,623 substance abuse treatment facilities
responded to the 2003 N-SSAT'S, report-
ing that there were 1,092,546 clients in
substance abuse treatment on the survey
reference date of March 31, 2003. The
survey response rate in the United States
and 1ts jurisdictions was 96 percent.
