The Complaint also alleges that in connection 
with Knapp & Co.'s underwriting of the September 1987 initial public offering by Cen
trac Associates, Inc., Knapp induced Knapp & Co. to bid for and purchase Centrac's 
stock before the public distribution was complete and that Knapp, in connection with 
the offer, purchase, and sale of Centrac's stock, made misrepresentations and omis
sions concerning Centrac's receipt of $1.01 million of the net proceeds of its Septem
ber 1987 initial public offering and Centrac's use of the proceeds from that offering.
