INVESTMENT COMPANY REGISTRATION AND

REPORT FORMS AND REPORTING REQUIREMENTS EXCHANGE COMMISSION


The Commission issued a release publishing for comment a proposed rule and forms 
intended to create an integrated registration and reporting system designed to reduce 
both the number of forms and the duplicative information filed by management invest
ment companies. Specifically, the Commission is proposing a revised notification of 
registration under the Investment Company Act of 1940 (1940 Act), new registration
statement forms for registration of open and closed-end investment companies under the 
1940 Act and of their securities under the Securities Act of 1933, a revised annual 
report form for annual reports under the 1940 Act, and a new rule under the 1940 Act 
requiring an annual update of the 1940 Act registration statement. (ReI. 33-5829) 

INVESTMENT COMPANY ANNUAL REPORTS 
REVISION OF REGULATIONS


The Commission issued a release publishing for comment a proposal to revise its regula
tions on the filing of investment company annual reports to require that such reports
De filed within 90 days (rather than the current 120 days) after the end of the fiscal 
year. The filing of investment company annual reports within 90 days after the close 
of a company's fiscal year will make available to the staff of the Commission informa
tion relating to a company's most re=ent fiscal year at the time that it reviews a 
post-effective amendment to that company's registration statement under the Securities 
Act of 1933. The proposed reduction in filing time for investment company annual 
reports will also bring the required filing date for such annual reports into line 
with the required filing date for annual reports filed by industrial companies. (ReI.

NOTICE OF PROPOSED RULE CHANGE 

The Philadelphia Stock Exchange, Inc. (PHLX) has filed a proposed rule change under 
Rule 19b-4 (SR-PHLX-77-3) relating to the summary procedure for fining members and 
other employees for violations of Option Committee Regulations with respect to order,
decorum, health, safety and welfare on the Options Trading Floor. Publication of 
the proposal is expected to be made in the Federal Register during the week of May 30.

The Midwest Stock Exchange, Inc. (MSE) has filed a proposed rule change under Rule 
19b-4 (SR-MSE-77-l4) to clarify the application of exchange rules and policies and 
to provide limited access to equity trading to options-only members.

Publication of 
the proposal is expected to be made in the Federal Register during the week of May 30.

APPROVAL OF PROPOSED RULE CHANGE 

The Commission has approved a proposed rule change filed by The New York Stock Exchange
Inc. (NYSE). The rule change (SR-NYSE-77-7) amends in certain respects the NYSE's 
fidelity bonding requirements for members and member organizations. (ReI. 34-13577)

AMERICAN TOBACCO INTERNATIONAL CORPORATION
