COURT ENFORCEMENT ACTIONS EXCHANQ£ COMMISSION 

S.J. SALMON PRINCIPALS AND EMPLOYEES PLEAD GUILTY 

The New York Regional Office announced that in May and June, 1977 certain principals
and employees of the now defunct brokerage firm of S.J. Salmon & Co., Inc. (S.J.
Salmon) of New York City pleaded guilty to conspiracy to violate the securities laws 
and/or mail fraud, and to criminal informations in satisfaction of indictments. 
Specifically, Sheldon Salmon, the former president of S.J. Salmon, pleaded guilty to 
one count of conspiracy to violate the securities laws and to one count of mail fraud. 
Jerome H. Truen, an undisclosed principal in the firm, and William H. Helman, S.J. 
Salmon's former vice-president, each pleaded guilty to one count of conspiracy and two 
counts of mail fraud. Their sentencing has been postponed until further notice. 
Bernard C. Zipern, former S.J. Salmon secretary-treasurer, and Melvin Spielman, a 
former vice-president, each pleaded guilty to one count of conspiracy to violate the 
securities laws and, in satisfaction of a second indictment, to a one count informa
tion charging conspiracy to defraud the Securities Investor Protection Corporation
(SIPC). Both defendants were sentenced on each count to two years, six months of which 
is to be served in a jail-type institution, and three years probation and a $10,000
fine, the sentences running concurrently. Bernard H. Sharf, Robert E. Rosen, and 
Arthur B. Steinberg, former registered representatives at S.J. Salmon, pleaded guilty 
to one count of conspiracy to violate the securities laws. Sharf and Rosen were each 
sentenced to terms of two years, three months of which are to be served in a jail-type
institution. In Mr. Rosen's case, the judge recommended that the sentence be served 
on 45 consecutive weekends. Steinberg was sentenced to two years, two months of which 
·are to be served in a jail-type institution, and 22 months probation. Another former 
registered representative, Jeffrey Salmon, in satisfaction of a prior indictment,
pleaded guilty to a criminal information charging a misdemeanor violation of Section 
10Cb) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934. He was fined $1,500. The defendants 
had been previously sanctioned by the Commission in a related administrative proceeding
instituted on September 26, 1974 (In the Matter of S.J. Salmon & Co., Inc., et al.,
Adm. Pro. File No. 3-4556). (U.S. v. Sheldon Salmon, et al., 77 Crim. 49 [S.D.N.Y.l
and U.S. v , Jerome H. Truen, et al., S. 77 Crim. 140 [S.D.N.Y.]). (LR-8112) 

BARRY S. MARLIN INDICTED 

The Los Angeles Regional Office announced that on July 27 Barry S. Marlin was 
indicted in the Central District of California in Los Angeles. Marlin is charged in 
the indictment with 24 counts of various types of fraud including securities and mail 
fraud. The indictment charged that between April, 1973 and April, 1976, Marlin 
engaged in a number of fraudulent schemes through which he raised approximately
$12 million. On August 1, Marlin entered a plea of not guilty to all counts before 
the Honorable A. Andrew Hauk in Las Angeles. (U.S. v. Barry S. Marlin, C.D. Cal.,
CR..,77-9651.
