The Co..i.sioD announced that OD April 8 the united states District 
court for the SoutherD Di.trict of IDdiana permanently enjoined William
B. TUlly (TUlly) and Ch.rter PiDancial Group, Inc. (Charter) from 
further violatioDs and/or aidinCJ and abettinq violations of the 
reqistration, broker-dealer reqi.tration and antifraud provisioDS of the
federal .ecuritie. 1.... ~. Court al.o ordered TUlly and Charter to 
pay disqorgeaeat of $1.1 .tllioa, plus preju4qaent interest, payment of 



which, except for certain sums held in escrow by Tully's attorney and 
in bank and securities accou~ts totaling approximately $32,125, was 
waived based upon inability to pay. Tully and Charter consented to the 
entry of the injunction and the order ofrdisgorqement without admitting
or denying any of the allegations in the Commission's complaint. 

In its complaint, the commission alleged that TUlly and Charter, while 
not registered to sell securities, offered and sold at least $3.4 
million in unregistered debentures of Bent Tree Resources, Inc. to at 
least 91 investors in eight states between March 1989 and April 1992. 
The Commission further alleged that Tully and Charter utilized some of 
the investor monies for their own personal and business expenses while 
also utilizing investor monies to pay interest due on the debentures 
without informing investors of the scheme. [SEC v. William E. TUlly,

BLYTHE OLIN SELDEN AND SHIAWASSEE SHORES RETIREMENT PARK, INC. ARE

In addition, it is alleged that a balance of at least $4.87 
million is currently outstanding' on 'the promissory notes to 
approximately 170 investors. Furthermore,. the complaint alleges that 
Selden and Shiawassee omitted to state material facts and made material 
misrepresentations to investors concerning the use of proceeds obtained 
from the investors, the financial condition of Shiawassee and the risks 
involved in investing in the promissory notes.

The Commission announced that on April 28 the united States District 
Court for the Eastern District of Michigan issued an Order of 
Preliminary and Permanent Injunction (Order) against Blythe Olin Selden

Retirement Park, Inc. (Shiawassee), a Michigan corporation of which 
Selden is the sole shareholder, which enjoins Selden and Shiawassee from 
further violations of the registration and antifraud provisions of the 
federal securities laws.
