Text:  ALLIED PATROLS IN ACTION ON ANZIO BEACH 
 
Narrator:  Allied patrols on the Anzio Front below Rome are in constant contact with the enemy.  Troops 
blazing away within sight of a Nazi outpost.  Knocking out powerful German armored tanks, the Allies 
take prisoners, and the prisoners transport their own wounded to the rear.  For these Nazis, the war is 
over. 
 
Text:  STETTINIUS, OF U.S. STATE DEPARTMENT, BACK FROM LONDON 
 
Narrator:  Home to Washington after far-reaching diplomatic talks in London come Undersecretary of 
State Edward R. Stettinius and members of a State Department mission, which joined with other Allied 
nations in exploring postwar problems, among them, problems of keeping the peace in the postwar 
world. 
 
Text:  AMERICAN WOMEN IN UNIFORM AT HOME AND ABROAD 
 
Narrator:  Touring amid New York skyscrapers, American servicewomen model their new year-round 
wardrobe.  These are Navy auxiliaries, whose jobs on land release more men to fight at sea.  These are 
marines, dressed for winter and for summer.  These young ladies are in the Coast Guard, and they join 
members of the Women’s Army Corps in a garden overlooking Manhattan’s Fifth Avenue. 
 
Typical of American girls serving with the armed forces, they’re at home anywhere.  Here, a detachment 
of Navy nurses goes ashore to serve on Guadalcanal in the South Pacific.  Not many months ago, this 
was a battleground, the first land to be wrested from the Japs.  Now with the enemy wiped out on 
Guadalcanal and on the defensive throughout the entire Pacific, these courageous girls join American 
forces carrying the war to the enemy. 
 
Text:  BABIES OF U.S. SERVICE MEN IN BEAUTY SHOW 
 
Narrator:  California stages a baby show that’s strictly military.  Every youngster entered has a father in 
the armed forces.  These fathers are lucky, for many soldiers now at the front have never seen their 
lusty offspring.  They’re a pretty healthy and robust lot.  As for the winners, there seems to be romance 
in the air.  Young Americans born into a world at war, while their fathers fight that they may live in a 
world of peace. 
 
Text:  SNOW PLOUGHS OPEN ROADS IN U.S. FAR WEST 
 
Narrator:  Amid the snowcapped Rockies of America’s far west, the Forestry Service puts a novel new 
vehicle into operation for the first time.  Called a Cat, because of its caterpillar treads, the snowmobile 
navigates mountain grades as steep as 70 percent.  Through famous Chinook Pass, the snow ploughs go 
into action.  Clearing roads blocked by winter snows, they’re weeks ahead of schedule.  Ingenious 
machinery, opening the highways in the land of high mountains and heavy snows.
