ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 

MINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS INSTITUTED AGAINST MERRILL LYNCH, PIERCE, FENNER & SMITH INC. 

The Commission has issued an Order requiring Merrill Lynch, Pierce, Fenner & Smith 
Inc. to cease and desist from violating Rule 22c-l of the Investment Company Act of 
1940. Simultaneously, the Commission accepted Merrill Lynch's Offer of Settlement,
in which Merrill Lynch consented to the Order. without admitting or denying the 
Commission's findings. 

On the basis of the Order and Offer, the Commission found that, from approximately
1912 through 1987, Merrill Lynch violated Rule 22c-l by underpaying un i t.holdcrs of 
certain unit investment trusts (UITs) when it repurchased units in the secondary
market. The underpayments occurred because, in calculating the unit price, Merrill 
Lynch did not include cash that had accumulated in the UlTs' income accounts as a 
result of bonds that were called, sold, or matured from tho UITs' portfolios. The 
Conun l ss l on further found that this m lspr Ic l ng cnusod uu l tho l do rs of t.he n lI'ec t r«l lJITs 
t.o 1)(> underpaid hy millions of dollars when they reso ld units; by 1987. un i t.holde rs 
were being underpaid on average approximately four dollars per unit. 

Merrill Lynch also consented to comply with undertakings to repay un itholders the 
amount by which they were underpaid, plus interest, and to retain a Special Review 
Person to examine its UIT pricing procedures. (ReI. IC-19425) 



SETTLEMf~NT OFFER OF LOUISE ZAHAREAS ACCEPTEO 

The Commission announced the entry of an Or do r Instituting Public Admin Ls t r arj'

The Commission has sustained the disciplinary action taken by the NASD agai! 
Randolph K. Pace and Thomas C. Henry. Pace was an executive officer and princi 
of Rooney, Pace Inc., a former NASD member firm; Henry was a firm salesman. The Ii 
had found that Pace, along with other persons associated with the firm who did. 
appeal the NASD's decision, manipulated the market price of American Educati 
Computer, Inc. (AEC) , a stock quoted on the NASD's Automated Quotation System, 
that Henry aided and abetted the manipulation. The Commission determined th 
through their actions, Pace and Henry violated the NASD's requirement that securit 
professionals adhere to just and equitable principles of trade. as we l l as : 
antifraud rule. Further, the Commission found that Pac e failed adequately 
supe r v i.s e the firm's employees in order r o prevent their d(:frallriirll', ',f firm cu s t on 

ami unauthorized t r ad ing of AEC stock. 

Tho Commission affirmed the NASD's sanctions. The NASI) h<J{1 c(msureri Pa cr- , f inc.d 

$100,000, and suspended him from association with any NASDmember in any ~ap~city 
two years. The NASD had also prohibited Pace from working in a supervisory C~PB( 

with any NASDmember for an additional five-year period. The NASDhad c en s u r od lien 
fined him $10,000, and suspended him from association with any NASD mcmbo r in 
capacity for one year. (ReI. 34-32153) 
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CIVIL PROCE.EPI}fGS 

WARD RUBIN AND FRANK WILLIAMS FOUND LIABLE IN CIVIL INJUNCTIVE ACTION 

The Commission announced today that on April 16 Howard F. Rubin (Rubin) of New York,
New York, and Frank G. Williams (Williams) of Hillsboro Beach, Florida, were found 
liable after a five-day jury trial for insider trading arising from the June 1987 
purchases of Control Resource Industries, Inc. (CRIX) securities by Rubin, a 
s rockb roke r , and his customers while in po ssess Lon of material, nonpuhlic infonnntion 
reilltinr,to a proposed Bechtel-CRIX joint venture compilny, :lnd the I\IIE,USt19HI short 
Nilles of CRIX securities by Rubin and his customers while in possession 01- mnterial, 
norrpub I ic information relating to an unfavorable earnings report. The Commission 
alleges that Williams, who was then a CRIX executive, tipped the information to Rubin,
his stockbroker at the time. 

The Court has yet to rule on the issue of relief. The Commission seeks permanent
injunctions against Rubin and Williams, enjoining them from violating Section 17(a)
of the Securities act of 1933, Section lOeb) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, 
and Rule 10b-5 thereunder. The Commission also requests that Rubin be ordered to 
disgorge $43,179.75, the amount he and his customers realized as a result of the 
unlawful trading, and to pay prejudgment interest and a penalty under the Insider 
Trading Sanctions Act of 1984. Disgorgement and penalties are also sought against
