ERFOJl.CEIID'l ACTIONS 

MERRILL LYNCH, PIERCE, FENNER & SMITH INC., FREDERICK ROEMER AND ROBERT PLUNKETT SANCTIONED 

The Commission has issued an Order Instituting Proceedings Pursuant to Sections l5(b)
and 21C of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, Accepting Offers of Settlement, Making 
Findings, Imposing Remedial Sanctions and Ordering Respondents to Cease and Desist 
against Merrill Lynch, Pierce, Fenner & Smith Inc., Frederick J. Roemer and Robert 
J. Plunkett. Simultaneously, the Commission accepted Offers of Settlement, whereby. 
each Respondent consented to the Order, without admitting or denying the findings
contained therein. 



On the basis of the Order and the Offers of Settlement, the Commission found that 
Merrill Lynch willfully violated Section l7(a) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 
and Rule 17a-3 thereunder based on the firm's failure to record properly on its books 
and records certain securities transactions in two separate matters. In connection 
with one of those matters, the Commission also found that Roemer and Plunkett 
willfully aided and abetted and caused Merrill Lynch's violations. 

Pursuant to the Order and the Offers of Settlement, Merrill Lynch was required to 
adopt and implement certain procedures. In addition, each Respondent was censured 
and ordered to cease and desist. (Rel. 34-33367) 

SUNACO ENERGY, INC., AND PROMOTERS ENJOINED IN LIMITED PARTNERSHIP SCHEME 

The Commission announced that on December 1 Final Judgments by consent were ordered 
against defendants Sunaco Energy, Inc. (Sunaco), Jerry Y. Reeves (Reeves), Donald L. 
Hawes (Hawes) and John C. Yorman (Yorman) permanently enjoining them from future 
violations or aiding and abetting violations of the registration, antifraud, and 
broker-dealer provisions of the federal securities laws. Disgorgement orders were 
also entered against Reeves, Hawes and Yorman, however, payment was waived based on 
their demonstrated financial inability to pay. 

The Commission's complaint, filed August 20, 1992, alleged that the defendants raised 
approximately $3 million from 240 investors residing in 28 states during a nationwide 
wcold callw campaign to sell interests in five unregistered limited partnerships.
The complaint further alleged that the defendants either misrepresented or failed to 
state material facts concerning, among other things, the true financial condition of 
the corporations serving as general partners, the identity of certain of the 
defendants as control persons of the general partners, the rate and amount of return 
on the investments, the likelihood of the success of the ventures, the commingling
of investor funds, and the use of investor funds to pay commissions and excessive 
salaries to the defendants. [SEC v. Sunaco Energy, Inc., et a1., 3:92-CV-l696, US DC , 
ND TX, Dallas] (LR-13912) 

WBOlLER ROOMw OPERATORS ENJOINED 

The Commission announced that Final Judgments were entered by consent on November 12,
1993 against defendants David M. Beckham, James L. Cox, Leon Y. Snearly, Alfred E. 
Bremers, American Royalty Corporation, Tekna Synergy Corporation, and Investamerica 
Financial Services Corporation (Investamerica). All the defendants are permanently
enjoined from future violations of the antifraud provisions of the federal securities 
laws, and all of the defendants except Investamerlca are additionally enjoined from 
future violations of the securities registration provisions. The Court ordered 
disgorgement for each defendant, however, payment was waived based on the defendants' 
demonstrated financial inability to pay. 

The Commission's complaint, filed February 5, 1993, alleged that the defendants 
engaged in -boiler roomH sales of oil and gas investments raising more than $10 
million from at least 200 investors in 15 states. The complaint further alleged the 
defendants used false and misleading offering documents which misrepresented, among
other things, the use of investor funds, the financial condition of the companies
issuing the securities, the expected returns and risks associated with the offering
and the experience and background of the individual defendants. [SEC v. Investamerica 
Financial Services Corporation, et al., Civil Action No. 4:93-CV-084, US DC , ND TX,
Fort Yorth Division) (LR-139l3)
