I. What distribution class should be used for underground steam
distribution?

Response: Per this Command’s Code 411, soi borings indicate a summer water
table of 9’-0" below grade. For all steam underground distribution which is to
be installed at less than 8’-0" below grade distribution Class C, should be
specified. For distribution expected to be greater than 8’-0" below, a Class B
should be used. The entire distribution system to building should be of one
classification based on worst case, relative to grade elevation at boring
location.

2. What steam pressure is available?

Response: Per Mr. T. Hatcher, Marine Corps Base, Camp Lejeune’s Utilities
Director, sam pressure at designated site location 156 psig maximum, 150 psig
average. Use 60 psig design discharge pressure for condensate return pump.

3. Does this Command have any profile drawings for existing steam distribution?

Response: Steam distribution profile drawings are not available at this
Command. The A&E will have to acquire drawings from the Marine Corps. Base,
Camp Lejeune’s Public Works. If not available, pertinent invert elevations will
have to be obtained by A&E during the course of site investigation.

DESIGN CONCEPTS

ACTIVITY AND LOCATION: MARINE CORPS BASE

DATE: 1 JULY 1980

USE OF DEFINITIVES AND PREVIOUS DESIGNS
The definitive drawing supplied was used as a basis for design and was changed only

as required by the site conditions and by input from the Activity. The proposed design
now meets all the Activity’s updated requirements.

SPECIAL DESIGN CHARACTERISTICS
The building is set back from the main service road in order to avoid interference

with existing underground utilities. The covered entrance area provides sun control for

the Administrative Office Area. The storage areas to the north are gathered together
into one long span bay in order to maximize economy of structure. The toilets and

mechanical room are centrally located to also maximize economy.

ENERGY CONSERVATION AND SOLAR ENERGY
The mechanical system recommended is to heat and ventilate the non-air

conditioned areas utilizing steam unit heaters and to supply the air conditioned spaced
with a low pressure VAV system. The initial investment for this system is $113,000 with a

life cycle cost of $401,000. This represents 8 percent of the total budget.

This building should be assigned bldg. category code 210, as listed on the interim

DOD Design Energy Budgets. The building is located in Region 4 which allows an energy
consumption of 85,000 BTU/sq.ft./yr. The projected consumption for this facility is

63,173 BTU/sq.ft./yr.

Solar energy is recommended for domestic water heating on this project. Computer
studies indicate that an optimum of 68.5 percent of the water heating requirements could
be supplied with a payback of 19 years. The solar collectors would be of the double

glazed flat plate type with an area of 168 square feet.

The system should save 26.7 x 106 BTU/yr. which represents $426.00 (escalated to

1982). The installed cost of the system is estimated at $18,214.00. The design cost for

the solar system would be $2,000.00.

The system will be connected to the Base EMCS System.

POLLUTION ABATEMENT ASPECTS OF DESIGN
During construction, soil erosion and sedimentation deposits into the existing open

drain storm sewer system could exist. Preventative measures will include silt fenses, run-

off devices, and seeding. These erosion control measures shall meet all state regulations.

All sanitary sewage generated by this Facility will be connected to the Base sewage
facility.





SITE APPROVAL
Site approval has been authorized by CMC letter LFF-1 AJR:bab of 6 December,

1979.

EcoNoMIC ANALYSIS
The Facility designed is a one-story building with two roof heights to meet all the

Activity’s requirements and to maximize economies .of structure. The overall rectangular
shape of the building is compact for ease of construction. The building is of masonry
construction including applied metal siding in order to be compatible with existing new
on Base Facilities and construction techniques of the area.

The Economic Analysis compared a steel open-web joist system on load bearing
walls, a steel framing system, and a precast concrete framing system. The results
determined that the masonry load bearing wall with a steel open-web joist framing
system was economically justified on a first cost basis.

The mechanical system determined to be most economical is a system of unit
heaters for the heated and ventilated areas and a variable air volume system for the air
conditioned areas. While this system has a higher first cost than single packaged roof top
units, or air to air heat pumps, its life cycle cost provided to be superior. The use of solar
energy as a supplementary source for domestic water heating will payback in twenty-
one years as determined by the solar study.

SPECIAL ENGINEERING SERVICES
Special Engineering Services include a site survey and soil borings. The site survey

consists of a toporaphic survey of approximately 8.5 acres of land, bound on the west by
O Street, on the south by the main service road, on the east by a service road, and on the
north by the area surrounding existing Building 1817. The survey includes the location of
Building numbers 1814, 1822, 1824, 1812 and structure S-1825, along with an existing
concrete wash rack, all of which must be demolished or removed to other locations prior
to construction. The foundation investigation has determined that shallow spread footings
will be adequate for the structure.

BASE ELECTRONICS SYSTEMS ENGINEERING PLAN (BESEP)
The BESEP is currently being prepared by the Activity.

DEMOLITIONS
As previously mentioned, several buildings and structures must be removed for

relocation or demolished. The buildings are all tin ,quonset buildings and the structures
are made of concrete. The buildings and structure numbers and the year in which they
were constructed are as follows: Building 1812-1951; Building 1814-1952; Building 1822-
1951; Building 1823-1952; Building 1824-1951; and structure 1825-1952.

FIRE PROTECTION
Fire protection is to conform with the requirements of DOD 4270.IM, Construction

Criteria Manual; NAVFAC DM-8, Fire Protection Engineering; and applicable sections of
National Fire Codes. Wall mounted carbon-dioxide extinguishing units shall be mounted in

all shops and storage areas.

OCCUPATIONAL SAFETY AND HEALTH ACT (OSHA)
This building complies with NAVFACINST 11012.136B of 30 September, 1976, to

provide a safe and healthy environment for all workers.
