1. PURPOSE - This document establishes a Memorandum of

Agreement (MOA) between Marine Corps Base, Camp Lejeune

(Receiver) and the Defense Reutilization and Marketing Office

(DRMO) Camp Lejeuné (Supplier) and defines responsibilities and

procedures for the Management of Hazardous Property. For the

purposes of implementing and maintaining the provisions of this

. agreement, the Assistant Chief of Staff, Base Operational

Support Management Assistance, Marine Corps Base, will act as

agent for the Receiver.

MATERIALS ASSIGNED TO DOD COMPONENTS FOR DiSPOSAL

DOD components shall be responsible for disposal of the following

categories of hazardous materials which have not been assigned to DLA:

1. Toxicological, biological, radiological, and lethal chemical
warfare materials which, by U. S. law must be destroyed. Disposal
of the by-products of such material is the responsibility of the DOD

component with assistance from DLA.

2. Material which cannot be disposed of in its present form due to
military regulations; e.g., consecrated religious items and
cryptographic equipment.

3. Municipal-type garbage, trash, and refuse resulting from
residential, institutional, commercial, agricultural, and community

activities, which the Facility Engineer or Public Works office

routinely collect.

4. Contractor-generated materials which are the contractor's

responsibility for disposal under the terms of the contract.

5. Sludges resulting from municipal-type wastewater treatment

facilities.

6. Sludges and residues generated as a result of industrial plant

‘wocesses or operations.

7. Refuse and other discarded materials which result from mining,

dredging, construction, and demolition operations.
