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Protection Program; 16 U.S.C. 2203), and $23,000,000 1

shall be available for activities under section 407 of such 2

Act (Emergency Forest Restoration Program; 16 U.S.C. 3

2206): Provided, That the Secretary of Agriculture shall 4

transfer these funds to the Farm Service Agency and the 5

Natural Resources Conservation Service: Provided further, 6
