• Learn to distinguish the various multimedia file formats found on the Library of 

Congress Web site and select among them appropriately; 
• Be able to download, save, and print image files; 
• Be able to download, save, and play motion pictures and sound recordings, off-line. 
 
Tasks in brief: 
• Using a Web browser, download and save images of photographs, prints, 

documents, and maps. 
• Using graphics software, print images both smaller and larger than a single sheet of 

paper (panoramic photographs, maps). 
Using a Web browser and oth• er tools, download, save, and play sound recordings 

 Create a PowerPoint presentation using files downloaded during the workshop.
