Discussion: The Department of 
Natural Resources, Commonwealth of 
Puerto Rico (DNR) recommended six 
sites off the coast of Puerto Rico for 
marine sanctuary status pursuant to 
Title 111 of the Marine Protection, 
Research and Sanctuaries Act of 1972 as 
amended, 16 U.S.C. 1431-1434, (the Act). 
The sites were the waters around 
MonalMonito Islands, Culebra Island/
