NOMINATION PERIOD:  Opens December 14, 2012 at 8:00 a.m. (ET) through February 15, 

2013 at 11:59 p.m. (ET). Nominations must be submitted through the online Congressional Badge of 

Bravery nominating system, available at www.bja.gov/CBOB. 

 

CRITERIA:  Acts of bravery, as described by the Act, performed between January 1, 2012 to 

December 31, 2012, by federal, state, local, and tribal law enforcement officer(s), nominated by their 

agency head.
