Instructions for Shipping Urine Specimens to the Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention after a Radiological/Nuclear Exposure Event

This guidance is in accordance with the International Air Transport Authority Packing Instruction (IATA) 650 for Biological Substance, Category B.
For detailed instructions, see the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC)'s “Shipping Instructions for Specimens Collected from People Who May Have Been Exposed to Radiological/Nuclear Terrorism Agents.”

To separate urine cups, use a grid and/or Use one continuous piece of evidence Wrap the box with absorbent material Place the sealed Saf-T-Pak inner leak-proof Seal the opening of this outer envelope
individually wrap the urine cups. Place tape to seal the box containing the urine and secure with tape. Seal the box inside polybag (or equivalent) inside a white Tyvek® with a continuous piece of evidence
absorbent material in the bottom of the cup(s). Write initials half on the evidence a Saf-T-Pak inner leak-proof outer envelope (or equivalent). tape. Write initials half on the evidence

box and insert the cups. tape and half on the box or bag. polybag (or equivalent). Note: If primary receptacles do not meet the tape and half on the envelope.
