It is parti cularly important that staff from the new CSFP States -- Arkansas, Delaware, 
Georgi a, Maine, New Jersey, Oklahoma, and Utah- attend thi s important event.

Other State 
age ncies should carefull y consider whether their staff need the trainin g thi s sess ion 
provides. Training topic s will include program regulations and legislation , the caseload 
allocation pro cess and waiting list guidance, food ordering and the Electronic Commodity 
Ordering System (EC OS), inventory management, program reports and the Food 
Programs Reporting System (FPRS), civil rights, and nntrition and older adults. 

Attached are a tentative agenda and a document detailing lodging, transportation , and 
nearb y restaurant options. With regards to lodging, FNS has worked with the Hilton 
Garden Inn Arlington/Shirlington, a brand new hotel near FN S National Office, to 
reserve a block of rooms at a reduced rate .

It is important to not e that new CSFP State agencies should not wait until the training to 
setup ECOS customer profil es, begin ordering food and certifying applicants, and 
ultimately work to serve participants as earl y as January 1, 20 IO. New Stat e agenc y 
dir ectors should work with their FNS Regi onal Office counterparts to init iate pro gram 
operations to the maximum ex tent possible prior to the training. Regional Office staff are 
available to help ensure that you are meeting program requirem ent s. 

Use of Federal Administrative Funds 
State agencies may use the Federal administrative fundin g pro vid ed by FNS for the 
administration of CSFP to send one new staff person from each State agency to attend the 
training. New State agenci es may send more than one representative. Other Stat e 
agencies may seek prior approval from the FNS Regional Office for the use of 
administrative funding for more than one Stat e agency representative based on the State' s 
individual circumstances. For example, approval may be granted if it is necessary and 
reasonable for additional representatives to attend based on their experience and the 
comprehensive training provided. FNS cannot provide additional Federal funding for
