Here's some of what APHIS-PPQ can do for
you:

4 Provide early detection of potentially
damaging foreign weeds, plant diseases,
mollusks, and insects

4 Suppress outbreaks of rangeland
grasshoppers and Mormon crickets

4 Combat invasive pests that attack forests,
including gypsy moths and exotic wood
borers such as the emerald ash borer and
Asian longhorned beetle

4 Cooperatively use biological control
organisms to control rangeland weeds

4 Train tribal members to respond rapidly to
plant disease and pest outbreaks by
developing emergency response plans and
participating in full-scale Incident
Command System exercises

~ Facilitate exporting plants and plant products by issuing
internationally recognized phytosanitary certificates for your
products
