After review of materials submitted, LSC can
make a final determination to suspend, which will
be promptly transmitted to the recipient and will
become effective when received by the recipient.

Note: LSC is not required to make a final
determination within a given time frame and
suspension may not be effective immediately.

Within 60 days of receiving the recipient’s
written response, LSC management will issue
a decision. If management decides to allow
the cost, final action occurs when LSC issues
the decision. If the amount disallowed does not
exceed $2,500, this decision will become final.

Within 30 days of the
recipient’s appeal, the
President (or designee) shall
adopt, modify, or reverse
management’s decision to
disallow the cost. The
decision of the President (or
designee) will be final.
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Within 30 days of receiving
notice, the recipient may
respond with written
evidence and argument. If
the recipient does not
respond, LSC management
will issue a decision based
on the information available
toit.

If the amount disallowed exceeds
$2,500, the recipient may appeal in
writing to the LSC President within 30
days. If the recipient chooses not to
appeal the decision, it will become
final.
