ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS

JUDGMENTS ENTERED AGAINST BROKERS IN CASINO CRUISE SHIP FRAUD

The Commission announced that Judge Dickran Tevrizian of the United
States District Court in Los Angeles entered judgments against Jerry
L. Aubrey, Gary Jason McCrory, Gary L. Cleverly, Calvin J. Calvin,
and Todd J. Taylor. The Court found that these five individuals had
acted as brokers in the sale of stock issued by two companies,
Casino Cruises Corp. and BRW Leasing Services, Inc. The Court
further found that the five defendants failed to register with the
Commission to act as brokers as required by federal law. Each
defendant was ordered to pay a civil penalty of §$5,500 and
permanently enjoined from future violations. The Commission alleged
that the sales were part of a fraudulent scheme orchestrated by

for the processing and delivery of proxy materials and other issuer
communications to security holders whose securities are held in

street name. Publication of the order is expected in the Federal
