The release also makes a technical change to Rule 202.3
regarding the processing of exchanges’ applications for registration
as national securities exchanges or exemption from registration

based on such exchanges’ limited volume of transactions. For
further information contact Kevin Ehrlich, Attorney, Division of
Market Regulation at (202) 942-0778.
