engineering drawings, comprising up to 30 of its distribution and
transmission substation facilities to the Georgia Transmission
Corporation (GTC), a nonassociate company. In exchange, GTC will
convey to Georgia Power all its rights, title and interests in and
to real and personal property comprising up to four of GTC's
distribution and transmission substation facilities, an exchange
equalization payment of $3,808,831, and an additional payment of
$560,000 to ensure that Georgia Power suffers no after tax loss on
the exchange.
