ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS 

COMMISSION DROPS INSIDER TRADING CLAIM AGAINST BOBBY ONG 

On July 1, the Commission voluntarily dismissed its civil insider 
trading claim against Ong Congqin Bobby (a.k.a. Bobby Ong) on 
grounds of insufficient evidence. 

Ong is one of three defendants the Commission sued for insider 
trading based on their purchases of the securities of APL Limited in 
advance of the public announcement, on April 13, 1997, that the 
company would be acquired in a merger with Neptune Orient Lines 
Ltd., a Singapore-based shipping company. Mr. Ong, a Singapore
citizen, bought approximately $135,000 of APL call options on the 
last trading day before the acquisition was announced. The value of 
his options increased to over $600,000 after the announcement. 

After a thorough investigation of Mr. Ong's trading, the Commission
dismissed its claim against him because it did not have sufficient 
evidence to proceed to trial. The Commission previously withdrew 
its claim against one of the other defendants, also based on 
insufficient evidence. The Commission's case against the third 
defendant, Raymond Lum, remains pending.
