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ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS

RICHARD MICHAEL CONSENTS TO THE ENTRY OF AN ADMINISTRATIVE CEASE-AND-
DESIST ORDER FOR SELLING UNREGISTERED SECURITIES AND ACTING AS A BROKER
WITHOUT REGISTRATION

On December 10, the Commission announced that it instituted and
settled administrative and cease-and-desist proceedings, pursuant to
Section 8A of the Securities Act of 1933 and Sections 15(b) (6),
19(h) and 21C of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, against
Richard J. Michael for willfully violating, and committing or
causing violations of, Section 5 of the Securities Act and Section
15(a) (1) of the Exchange Act.

The Commission found that Michael, as a consultant to Stratcomm
Media Ltd. (Stratcomm) and Corporate Relations Group, Inc. (CRG) its
wholly-owned subsidiary, sold more than 310,000 shares of Stratcomm
common stock to the public in violation of the registration
provision of the federal securities laws, earning commissions from
Stratcomm and CRG of over $36,000. Stratcomm had not filed a
registration statement concerning these common stock sales, nor was
there a registration statement in effect or an exemption from
registration available to Stratcomm. Moreover, Michael was not
registered as a broker. .

Without admitting or denying the Commission’s findings, Michael
consented to the entry of an order which requires him to cease and
desist from committing or causing any violation, and any future
violations, of Section 5 of the Securities Act and Section 15 (a) (1)
of the Exchange Act, and pay disgorgement and prejudgment interest
in the total amount of $52,594.48, and a civil money penalty in the
amount of $5,000. (Rel. 33-7783; Rel. 34-42220; File No. 3-10114)

MICHAEL PITTS CONSENTS TO THE ENTRY OF AN ADMINISTRATIVE CEASE-AND-DESIST
ORDER FOR ACCEPTING BRIBES FROM PUBLIC RELATIONS FIRM CORPORATE RELATIONS
GROUP, INC.

On December 10, the Commission announced that it instituted and
settled administrative and cease-and-desist proceedings, pursuant to
Section 8A of the Securities Act of 1933 and Sections 15(b) (6},
19(h) and 21C of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, against

Michael L. Pitts for willfully violating and committing or causing
) violations of Sections 17(a) of the Securities Act, Section lo(b) of

The Commission found that Pitts, who was a registered representative
during the relevant time, recommended and/or sold shares of common
stock of The Tracker Corporation of America (Tracker) to his
customers and failed to disclose the material information that he
had been or would -be compensated by Corporate Relations Group, Inc.,
a public relations firm located in Winter Park, Florida, which was
promoting Tracker at the time, for inducing his clients to buy this
stock.

Without admitting or denying the Commission’s findings, Pitts
consented to the entry of an order which requires him to cease and
desist from committing or causing any violation and any future
violations of Section 17(a) of the Securities Act, Section 10(b) of
the Exchange Act and Rule 10b-5 thereunder and to pay disgorgement
and prejudgment interest in the total amount of $20,425.03, and a
civil money penalty in the amount of $13,805.50. The order also
bars him from association with any broker or dealer with the right
to reapply for association after five years to the appropriate self-
regulatory organization or, if there is none, to the Commission.

CIVIL ACTION AGAINST SCOTT MESSIER AND LAWRENCE HARVEY

On November 16, 1999, the Honorable Irma E. Gonzalez, United States
District Judge for the Southern District of California, entered
judgments of permanent injunction and other relief against Scott C.
Messier (Messier) and Lawrence C. Harvey (Harvey). The judgments
permanently enjoin Messier and Harvey from violating the securities
registration and antifraud provisions of the securities laws.
Messier and Harvey were directors of SatCom, Inc. (SatCom).

Messier and Harvey consented to the entry of judgments permanently
enjoining them from future violations of Sections S5(a), 5(c) and
17(a) of the Securities Act of 1933, Section 10(b) of the Securities
Exchange Act of 1934 and Rule 10b-5 thereunder; and ordering them to
pay disgorgement in the amounts of $101,881.00 and 128,915.00, plus
prejudgment interest, respectively. The judgments also waive
Messier and Harvey’'s payments of all disgorgement and interest based
upon their inability to pay. Messier and Harvey consented to the
relief without admitting or denying the allegations in the
Commission’s complaint filed on February 10, 1999. The Commission’s
complaint alleged that Messier, Harvey and sales agents acting at
their direction made material misrepresentations in selling
unregistered stock in SatCom. [SEC wv. SatCom, Inc., SatCom
Marketing and Distribution, Inc., Tricap Ventures, Coastal
Enterprises, Lloyd D. Paine, Scott C. Messier and Lawrence C.

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OIL AND GAS PROMOTER ORDERED TO DISGORGE $11 MILLION AND PAY $110,000

PENALTY

The Commission announced that on November 23, 1999, the Honorable
Terry Means, United States District Judge for the Northern District
of Texas, Ft. Worth Division, granted a summary judgment against
defendant Sidney W. Sers, the former President and Chief Executive
Officer of Trinity Gas Corporation. The Judgment permanently
enjoined Sers from violating Sectiomns S(a), S(c) and 17(a) of the
Securities Act of 1933, and Section 10(b) of the Securities Exchange
Act of 1934 and Rule 10b-5 thereunder. Sers was also ordered to pay
disgorgement of $11,607,442, plus prejudgment interest, and a civil
penalty of $110,000. In partial satisfaction of the disgorgement
order, the Court directed that the approximately $4 million of Sers’
funds previously frozen by the Court be turned over to the
reorganized Trinity for the benefit of its shareholders.

The Court found that between May 1996 and November 1997, in
connection with the offer, purchase and sale of Trinity stock, Sers
knowingly and intentionally made material misstatements and omitted
to state material facts concerning, among other things, Trinity’s
purported ownership and valuation of a Colombian o0il and gas
concession. The Court further found that during the period that
Sers was publicly disseminating false and misleading information, he
directly and indirectly sold at least 49 million unregistered
Trinity shares to the public, including 2.68 million shares in the
over-the-counter market. Sers was also found to have
misappropriated at least $2.8 million in Trinity funds.

Sers remains the subject of a civil contempt order and arrest
warrant as a result of his violations of the Court’s January 7, 1998
asset freeze order. Among other things, Sers was found by the Court
to have transferred approximately $800,000 in stock proceeds to his
privately-held Cayman corporation the day after the freeze order was
entered. Sers is a fugitive and presently resides in Cali,
Colombia. [SEC v. Trinity Gas Corporation and Sidney W. Sers, USDC
ND/TX, Fort Worth, CA No.4-97CV-1018Y] (LR-15582)

FEDERAL COURT ORDERS DEFENDANTS TO PAY OVER $20 MILLION IN DISGORGEMENT
AND PENALTIES FOR WIRELESS CABLE TV INVESTMENT SCAMS

On December 3, a federal district court entered permanent
injunctions against seven defendants and ordered them to disgorge
over $17 million in illicit profits and pay civil penalties
totalling $3 million for their participation in two fraudulent
schemes to sell unregistered securities in wireless cable television
companies to the public.

Judge Nicholas H. Politan of the United States District Court for
the District of New Jersey granted the Commission’s motion for
summary judgment and entered final judgments of permanent injunction
and other relief against defendants Ronald H. Michel, Stephen Regen,
William Richard Horne, Daniel Kelly, Joseph Glenski, James Barschow,
and Frank Cardell. Michel, Regen, Horne, and Kelly reside in Los
Angeles, California and vicinity. Glenski, Barschow, and Cardell
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reside in northern New Jersey.

The Court ordered defendants Michel, Regen, Horne, and Kelly to
disgorge, jointly and severally, $13,137,813.11, representing their
unlawful profits from the fraudulent sale of investments in both
schemes. The Court further ordered Michel, Horne, and Kelly each to
pay a $500,000 civil penalty, and Regen to pay a $250,000 civil
penalty. The Court also barred Michel, Horne, and Kelly from
serving as officers or directors of any public company.

The Court ordered defendants Glenski and Barschow to disgorge,
jointly and severally with defendant Bruce Schroeder, against whom
the Commission previously had obtained a judgment, $4,209,827.23,
representing their unlawful profits from the frauds and ordered
Glenski and Barschow each to pay a $500,000 civil penalty. Cardell
was ordered to disgorge $48,075 in illicit profits and pay a
$250,000 civil penalty.

The Court permanently enjoined each of the defendants from future
violations of the antifraud provisions of the Securities Act of
1933, Section 17(a), and the Securities Exchange Act of 1934,
Section 10(b) and Rule 10b-5 thereunder. In addition, the Court
enjoined all of the defendants except Regen from future violations
of the securities registration provisions, Securities Act Sections

5(a) and 5(c), and the broker-dealer registration provisions,
Exchange Act Section 15(c). [SEC v. Future Vision Direct Marketing,

SEC SUES SOLUCORP INDUSTRIES LTD. AND OFFICERS AND DIRECTORS
FOR FRAUDULENT CONDUCT SPANNING FOUR YEARS

On December 13, the Commission filed a civil injunctive action in
the United States District Court for tiie Southern District of New
York, alleging that senior officers and directors of Solucorp
Industries Ltd., a Canadian company which develops, markets and
licenses products used in decontaminating soil, engaged in a
deliberate and systematic scheme to defraud investors over a four
year period. The scheme involved senior management falsely claiming
through press releases and other publicly disseminated materials
that Solucorp had contracts worth hundreds of millions of dollars
when the contracts either did not exist or were subject to
undisclosed material contingencies. Additionally, senior management
falsified financial statements filed with the Commission and
disseminated to the public during the period December 1997 through
April 1999 by improperly recognizing license fees which were subject
to material contingencies. Further, senior managers sold Solucorp
securities while in possession of non-public inside information and
failed to file or timely file insider trading reports with the
Commission.

Charged in the action are Joseph S. Kemprowski, a former officer and
director of, and currently consultant to, Solucorp; Peter R. Mantia,
the president and a director of Solucorp; James G. Spartz, a vice
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president and a director of Solucorp; Robert Kuhn, a former vice
president of Solucorp; Victor Herman, CPA, the former chief
_financial officer of Solucorp’s two principal operating subsidiaries

and the preparer of Solucorp’s consolidated financial statements;”
Arle Pierro, a senior vice president and director of Solucorp; and
W. Bryan Fair, a director of Solucorp. [SEC v. Solucorp Industries
