WARREN SANDS SENTENCED TO HOME CONFINEMENT AND PROBATION

The Commission, the United States Attorney for the Northern District of Georgia and
the Georgia Secretary of State announced that on April 19 G. Ernest Tidwell, United
States District Judge for the Northern District of Georgia, sentenced Warren Matthew
Sands (Sands), formerly an unregistered stockbroker with First Alliance Securities,
Inc. (First Alliance). Sands was sentenced to five years probation, six months home
confinement, 300 hours community service, a $3,000 fine and joint and several
restitution of $4.5 million in connection with his January 26, 1993 guilty plea to
one count of aiding and abetting securities fraud.

The criminal information to which Sands pled guilty charged that from about May 1989
until about August 1989, while employed with First Alliance, a registered broker-
dealer, as part of a scheme to defraud investors, Sands assisted another unregistered
stockbroker and First Alliance principals in unauthorized trading in customer accounts
by preparing false account opening documentation and preparing order tickets necessary
to effect unauthorized transactions. The information further charged Sands with
making material misrepresentations and omitting to state material facts concerning
First Alliance’s fraudulent practices and policies to defraud and deceive investors
and to lull investors into a false sense of security as to their investments. [U.S.
