PUBLIC SERVICE COMPANY OF OKLAHOMA 

An order has been issued authorizing a proposal by Public Service Company of Oklahoma 
(PSC-OK), an electric public-utility subsidiary company of Central and South West 
Corporation, a registered holding company. PSC-OK proposes to sell to Ruffin 
Properties (Buyer), an electric customer of PSC-OK and a nonassociate company, for 
an aggregate sales price of $221,517 certain transformation facilities (Facilities)
located on the Buyer's property. The Facilities consist of five three phase, 13.2 
kv/480-277 volt step-down transformers and associated equipment and facilities. (ReI.

THE CONNECTICUT LIGHT AND POWER COMPANY 

An order has been issued authorizing a proposal by The Connecticut Light and Power 
Company (CL&P), a public-utility subsidiary company of Northeast Utilities, a 
registered holding company.
