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RULES AND tu:LATED MATTERS 

REGULATORY FLEXIBILITY ACT AGENDA 

The Commission has authorized the publication of its October 1993 Regulatory
Flexibility Act Agenda. The agenda is intended to provide advance notice to the 
public of rulemaking actions which may have a significant economic impact on a 
substantial number of small entities. The agenda, which will not be available to the 
public until its publication, has been submitted by the Commission to the Regulatory 
Information Service Center for inclusion in the Unified Agenda of Federal Regulations,
which is scheduled for publication in the Federal Register in October 1993. Public 
comments regarding individual items in the agenda are due by December 31. (ReI. 33
7012) 

ENFORCEMENT ACTION AGAINST TALTON EMBRY AND MAGTEN ASSET MANAGEMENT CORP. 

The Commission filed an injunctive action on September 9 against Magten Asset 
Management Corp., a registered investment adviser, and Talton R. Embry, its sole owner 
and chief executive officer. During the relevant period, Embry also managed three 
registered investment companies (the Funds) as a part-time employee of another 
registered investment adviser. The Commission's complaint alleges that Embry violated 
or aided and abetted violations of Section lOeb) of the Exchange Act and Rule lOb-
S; Sections 204, 206(1), 206(2), 206(3), and 207 of the Advisers Act; and Sections 
17(a), 17(d) and 17(j) of the Investment Company Act and Rules 17d-l(a), 17j-l(a) and 
17j-l(c) thereunder. The Commission's complaint also alleges that Magten violated 
each of the Advisers Act and Exchange Act provisions listed above. Embry's alleged 
wrongful conduct stemmed from his personal securities transactions, and his failure 
to disclose and report such transactions to Magten clients or the funds, or to obtain 
exemptive relief before engaging in certain transactions. 

Without admitting or denying the allegations, Embry and Magten each consented to a 
permanent injunction. Embry agreed to disgorge profits, plus interest, totalling
$1,000,000. As part of his settlement, upon entry of the Final Judgment Embry will 
consent to an administrative order that requires him to retain an "Independent
Consultant" who will recommend a compliance system and procedures that Embry must 
institute and audit Magten's operations and Embry's personal securities transactions 
b i.armually for five years.

CIVIL INJUNCTIVE ACTION FILED AGAINST ANN HILES, THOMAS GREULICH, SR., VINCENT MAYER AND 
ROBERT MCMAHON 

The Securities and Exchange Commission announced on September 9 the filing of a 
complaint with the United States District Court for the Eastern District of Missouri 
against Ann E. Hiles, Thomas L. Greulich, Sr., Vincent A. Mayer and Robert T. McMahon. 
In the complaint, the Commission alleges that Hiles, Greulich, Mayer and McMahon 
violated Sections lO(b) and l4(e) of the Securities Exchange Act and Rules lOb-S and 
l4e-3 promulgated thereunder. The alleged violations occurred in connection with 
trading in the securities of Anchor Glass Container Corporation while in possession
of material nonpublic information about a planned tender offer for the company's
stock. The Commission seeks orders permanently enjoining Hiles, Greulich, Mayer and 
McMahon from violating Sections lOeb) and l4(e) of the Exchange Act and Rules lOb-
S and l4e- 3 thereunder. The Commission also seeks disgorgement of the unlawful 
trading profits (plus prejudgment interest) resulting from the violations described 
in the complaint, and penalties under the Insider Trading Sanctions Act of 1984. [SEC
