CIVIL PROCEEDINCS 

FRANK BEARD, OTHERS ENJOINED 

The Houston Branch Office announced that on April 12 Judge Robert O'Conor, Jr.,
U.S. District Court for the Southern District of Texas, Houston Division, entered 
orders of permanent injunction against Beard Energy Corporation (BEC), Beard Energy
Group, Inc. (BEG), Gulf General Operating Corporation (GGOC), Pro-Frac Drilling,
Inc., all privately-held corporations located in Houston~ Frank Beard, Gary Corn,
and K.A. Skandalis, all residents of Houston. The orders permanently enjoin the 
defendants from further violations of the registration and antifraud provisions of 
the securities laws. Each defendant consented to the orders without admitting or 
denying the allegations contained in the Commission's April 9 complaint. 

The complaint alleges that: the defendants offered and sold limited partnership
interests and joint venture interests in oil and gas programs and raised in excess 
of $3 million from over 140 investors who resided in over 23 states~ joint venture 
interests, as well as the limited partnership interests, were securities, and that 
the defendants violated the registration provisions of the securities laws in the 
offer and sale of these interests~ and the defendants also violated the antifraud 
provisions of the securities laws. (SEC v. Frank Beard, et al., Civil Action No. 
H-84-l643, S.D. TX, Houston Division). (LR-l0347)
