CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

CYLINDER TECHNOLOGY, OTHERS ENJOINED

The Commission announced that on March 15 the U.S. District Court for the District

of Columbia entered an order permanently enjoining Cylinder Technology, Ltd., a
Florida limited partnership, Dale B. Finfrock and Michael H. Lameyer, both of whom
reside in Palm Beach, Florida and were promoters of Cylinder Technology, from future
violations of Section 17(a) of the Securities Act of 1933. The Court further ordered
Cylinder Technology to comply with its undertaking to mail to all of its partners a
statement summarizing the Complaint, Judgments and Consents and Undertakings filed

in this matter, and Finfrock and Lameyer to comply with their undertakings that for
a period of five years they will not become officers, directors or general partners
of Cylinder Technology or any newly formed entity which may succeed Cylinder Tech-
nology and will not act as underwriters in connection with the offer or sale of
securities of Cylinder Technology or any entity which may succeed Cylinder Technology.
Simultaneous with the filing of the Complaint, the defendants, without admitting or
denying the allegations in the Complaint, consented to the entry of the Judgments.

The Commission's complaint alleged that Cylinder Technology was structured to provide
tax benefits to its individual partners through the amortization of the purchase
price of a patent which the partnership and the partners would acquire from Finfrock
and Lameyer for a total purchase price in excess of $12 million. The Commission
alleged that Finfrock and Lameyer circulated offering materials, including a proposed
tax opinion, to potential investors in Cylinder Technology which contained false

and misleading information concerning the status and underlying facts of the tax
opinion and the identity of those who had an ownership interest in the patent.
