CIVIL PROCEEDINGS 

COMPLAINT NAMES CROFF OIL COMPANY 

The Commission announced that on April 21 it filed a civil injunctive action in 
the U.S. District Court for the District of Columbia against Croff Oil Company of 
Denver, Colorado. The Commission, in its complaint, alleges violations of the 
reporting provisions of the securities laws and seeks a Judgment of Permanent 
Injunction and Other Equitable Relief. The Commission's complaint alleges that 
Croff, as part of a continuing course of violative conduct extending over several 
years, failed to file its Annual Report on Form 10-K for its fiscal year ended 
December 31, 1982, required to have been filed with the Commission by March 31,
1983, failed to file Notifications of Late Filing on Form l2b-25 and filed late 
various periodic reports. The Commission requests that the Court enjoin Croff 
to file its delinquent Annual Report and enjoin Croff from further violations of 
the reporting provisions of the securities laws. (SEC v. Croff Oil Company, U.S.D.C.

The Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board has filed proposed rule changes under 
Rule 19b-4: (SR-MSRB-83-3) to exempt "qualified note syndicates," as defined in 
the rule, from certain disclosure provisions of Rule G-ll. (ReI. 34-19699)7 and 
(SR-MSRB-82-l6) that modifies the procedures for effecting close-outs of uncom
pleted municipal securities transactions. (ReI. 34-19701)

The following have filed proposed rule changes which became effective under Section 
19(b) (3)(A) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934: The American Stock Exchange,
Inc. (SR-Amex-83-8) to provide for the simultaneous executIon of opening sales and 
stop or stop limit orders elected by the opening sale. The executions would, how
ever, be printed as separate trades. (ReI. 34-19697)7 and the Midwest Securities 
Trust Company (SR-MSTC-83-3) which increases MSTC's fee for the automatIc DeposItory
