CII.AL PROCEEDINGS 

SPENCER S. HOOPER SENTENCED 

The U.S. Attorney for the Southern District of California, the Denver Regional Office 
and the Salt Lake Branch Office announced that, on April 28, Judge Earl B. Gilliam of 
the U.S. District Court for the Southern District of California sentenced Spencer S. 
Hooper of Salt Lake City, utah to eight years inprisonment. Hooper was convicted on 
December 13, 1982 by a federal jury of 25 counts of securities, mail and wire fraud. 
Judge Gilliam earlier granted Hooper a 90-day diagnostic study, but denied bond 
pending appeal. 

Hooper was convicted after 41 days of trial for fraud in the offer and sale of 
promissory notes of International Resources, Inc., which were secured by the pledge
of common stock of NAVSAT Systems, Inc. (U.S. v. Snellen J. Johnson and Spencer S. 
Hooper, usoe, S.D. CA, CR-81-0337G). (LR-9997)
