The Commission's Order for Proceedings alleges that Keegan aided and abetted
a reg%s?ered broker-dealer to violate Section 15(b), 15(c)(3) and 17(a) of the
Securities Exchange Act of 1934 (Exchange Act) and Rules 15b3-1, 15¢3-1, 15¢3-3,
1?a—3 and 17§-5 thereunder; that Humpherys aided and abetted a broker-dealer to
v%olate Section 17(a) of the Exchange Act and Rule 17a-3 thereunder; and that Shaw
aided and abetted a broker-dealer to violate Section 15(c) (2) of the Exchange Act
an§ Rule 15c¢2-4 thereunder. The Order for Proceedings also alleges that Keegan
failed to reasonably supervise persons subject to his supervision with a view
toward preventing the above violations.

A hearing will scheduled to take evidence on the staff's allegations and to afford
respondents an opportunity to present any defenses thereto. (Rel. 34-19872)
