COMPLAINT NAMES JACK D. SOLOMON AND NORMAN L. VANCE 

The San Francisco Branch Office announced that on July 20 a complaint was filed in 
the federal district court in Las Vegas, Nevada seeking permanent injunctions against
Jack D. Solomon and Norman L. Vance, both of Las Vegas. The complaint charges
Solomon and Vance with violations of the registration and antifraud provisions of 
the Securities Act of 1933 and the antifraud provisions of the Securities Exchange
Act of 1934 in connection with selling and otherwise distributing approximately
8.7 million shares of unregistered stock of Gaming & Technology, Inc., formerly
known as Advanced Patent Technology, Inc. (APT), a publicly-held Nevada corporation.
In the six-count c~plaint, Vance is also charged with failing to register as a 
broker-dealer while working full-time selling APT stock and Solomon is charged with 
stock ownership reporting and proxy solicitation violations. (SEC v. Jack David 
Solomon and Norman LaVerne Vance, Civ. LV 83-494 HEC, D. Nev.). (LR-10078)
