CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

COMPLAINT NAMES ROBERT W. CARMICHAEL, OTHERS

The Commission announced on August 16 the filing of an injunctive action in the
U.S. District Court for the Southern District of New York against Robert W. Car-
michael (Robert), of Ft. Lauderdale, Florida, Anton H. Maurer, of New York, NY and
Fort Lauderdale, Florida, and Henry P. Carmichael (Henry), of Chicago, Illinois,
alleging violations of the antifraud provisions of the Securities Exchange Act of
1934.

The complaint alleges that Henry, while president and director of CIC Financial
Corporation located in Chicago, Illinois, provided his brother Robert with certain
material non-public information concerning a proposed acquisition of CIC by another
company. Robert thereafter provided his friend Maurer with the material non-public
information. The complaint further alleges that on June 23, 1982, Robert individually
purchased a total of 1,000 shares of CIC common stock, and jointly purchased with
Maurer 1,000 shares of CIC stock, while in possession of such material non-public
information. On June 29, 1982, news of a proposed acquisition of CIC by Continental
Corporation located in New York, New York was made public through the news media.
Such activities resulted in approximately $13,879 in profits to Robert and in
approximately $4,698 in profits to Maurer.

Without admitting or denying the allegations in the Commission's complaint, Robert,
Maurer and Henry have consented to the entry of Final Judgments of Permanent Injunc-
tion which enjoin them from violating the provisions of the securities laws they
were alleged to have violated. Additionally, Robert and Maurer have undertaken to
disgorge their alleged profits. (SEC v. Robert W. Carmichael, et al., U.S.D.C.
S.D.N.Y., Civil Action No. B83-5958). (LR-10094)

COMPLAINT NAMES WAYNE ELDON CRUMPLEY

The Los Angeles Regional Office announced on August 5 the filing of a complaint in
the U.S. District Court for the Eastern District of California acainst Wayne Eldon
Crumpley of Fresno, California. The Commission's complaint seeks preliminary and
permanent injunctions against Crumpley, enjoining him from future violations of
Sections 7(f) and 10(b) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 and Rule 10b-5 and
Regulation X. The Commission alleges, that during August 1982, Crumpley engaged in
a scheme whereby he opened nine accounts at three brokerage firms and placed purchase
orders for 100,000 shares of Tosco Corporation common stock and 12,900 shares of
Energy Reserve common stock for $1,415,906 without remitting payment. The complaint
also alleges that Crumpley issued checks in amounts exceeding $40,000 in purported
partial payment which were drawn on insufficient funds. Finally, the complaint
alleges that Crumpley obtained credit from the brokerage firms in violation of
Regulation X by the Federal Reserve Board and by failing to pay for the securities
he ordered during the proper period of time. A hearing on the Commission motion for
a preliminary injunction is scheduled for September 12, 1983 before the Honorable
Robert E. Coyle of the U.S. District Court for the Eastern District of Fresno,
California. (SEC v. Wayne Crumpley, U.5.D.C. E.D. Cal., Civil Action No. 83-338).

Proposed rule changes filed by the following have become effective in accordance
with Section 19(b) (3) (A) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934: The Depository
Trust Company (SR-DTC-83~6) which revises DTC's current fees for the transmitting

of confirmations through the Institutional Delivery System (IDS) to participants.
DTC is reducing the IDS confirmation fees because New York Stock Exchange Rule 387
and similar rules have produced an increase in the volume of IDS confirmations,
thereby reducing DTC's unit costs.
