COMPLAINT NAMES AGOIL, INCORPORATED

The Commission announced that on August 16 it filed a civil injunctive action in the
U.S. District Court for the District of Columbia against Agoil, Inc. of Portland,
Oregon. The Commission's complaint alleges violations of the reporting provisions
of the securities laws and seeks a Judgment of Permanent Injunction and Other
Equitable Relief.

The Commission alleges that Agoil, as part of a continuing course of violative con=
duct extending over several years, failed to file its Annual Report on Form 10-K for
its fiscal year ended September 30, 1982, required to have been filed with the Com-
mission by December 29, 1982, and its Quarterly Reports on Form 10-Q for its guarters
ended December 31, 1982 and March 31, 1983, required to have been filed by May 16 and
February 14, 1983, respectively, failed to file required various periodic reports in
a timely manner, and failed to file required Notifications of Late Filing on Form
12b-25. The Commission requests that the Court order Agoil to file its delinquent
Annual and Quarterly Reports and enjoin Agoil from further violations of the report-
ing provisions of the securities laws. (SEC v. Agoil, Inc., U.S.D.C. D.C., Civil
Action No. 83-2414).
