ADMINJSTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 

INVESTMENT ADVISER REGISTRATION OF RICHARD W. SUTER REVOKED~ 
BARRED 

The Commission revoked the investment adviser registration of Richard W. Suter,
doing business as National Investment Publishing Company, of Chicago. It also 
barred Suter from association with any investment adviser. 

During the period fram September 1979 to December 1981, Suter published various 
newsletters, including the National Portfolio Reporter (NPR), which dealt with the 
stock market and made specific recommendations with respect to securities. 

The Commission found that, during that period, Suter: not only defrauded NPR sub
scribers through the multiple billing of credit card accounts, but also falsified 
records and forged subscribers' signatures in an effort to cover up that scheme~ 
used a wide variety of frau~ulent advertisinq techniaues: unl~wful~v oTfp.Tp.nand sold unregistered secur~ties; made fraudulent representat10ns 1n that offer and 
sale; refused to permit a complete inspection of his books and records by the Com
mission's staff; and discarded records required to be kept. 

In affirming the sanctions imposed by an administrative law judge, the Commission 
noted that Suter's misconduct could hardly be more serious. It concluded that 
Suter's "lengthy catalogue of misbehavior" demonstrated "his total lack of fitness" 
to remain in the advisory profession, pointing out that "an investment adviser is a 
fiduciary whose actions must be qoverned by the highest standards of conduct."
