ADOPTED PROHIBITING BROKER-DEALERS
USING CERTAIN PREDISPUTE ARBITRATION CLAUSES

The Commission adopted a rule that prohibits broker-dealers from using predispute
arbitration clauses in customer agreements that purport to bind public customers

to the arbitration of claims arising under the securities laws. The rule also
requires broker-dealers to disclose to existing public customers that they are not
precluded by such clauses from judicial recourse with respect to those claims.

The purpose of this rule is to ensure that public customers are not misled concern-
ing such recourse. (Rel. 34-20397)

CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

COMPLAINT NAMES ELECTROMEDICS, INC., OTHERS

The Commission today filed a civil action for injunctive and other equitable relief

.4n the U.S. District Court for the District of Columbia against Electromedics, Inc.,

Terry L. Clark, and F. James Lynch, Jr., all located in or around Denver, Colorado,
alleging violations of the antifraud, reporting and accounting provisions of the
securities laws. Without admitting or denying the allegations in the complaint,
Electromedics and Clark consented to the entry of Final Judgments of Permanent'
Injunction and other Equitable Relief, and Lynch consented to the entry of a Final
Order.




The complaint alleges that: during its 1981 fiscal year and continuing in its 1982
fiscal year, Electromedics misrepresented to its shareholders and the public its
financial condition and net income; beginning in January 1981 and continuing until
June 1982, Clark caused false and unsupported journal entries to be made to Electro-
medics’' general ledger causing overstatements of the Company's inventory and under-
statements of its costs of sales; Lynch failed to heed warnings from certain Company

. employees that Electromedics' inventory was overstated on its books and that Clark
was making adjusting journal entries that were unsupported; and in 1983, subsequent
to an interal investigation, Electromedics restated its affected financial state-
ments. (SEC v. Electromedics, Inc., et al., USDC DC, Civil Action No. 83-3492).
