ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 

THOMAS J. HOUSTON CONSENTS TO SANCTIONS 

The Commission announced that, under an Offer of Settlement, Thomas J. Houston of 
Newtown, Pennsylvania was suspended from association with any broker, dealer, invest
ment adViser, investment company or municipal securities dealer for 45 days. In 
addition, effective upon the conclusion of the suspension period, Houston is limited 
from effecting listed options transactions in customers accounts and acting in any
capacity other than as a supervised employee in a non-supervisory, non-proprietary
capacity for 12 months. 

The Commission's Order, to which Houston consented without admitting or denying the 
allegations of the Order for Public Proceeding, found that Houston wilfully violated 
certain antifraud provisions of the securities laws. (Rel. 34-20472) 

CIVIL PROCEEDINGS 

COMPLAINT NAMES TEP FUND, INC. 

The New York Regional Office filed a complaint on December 21 in the U.S. District 
Court for the Southern District of New York against TEP Fund, Inc., a registered
closed-end investment company, with offices in New York City. The complaint alleged
violations of the underwriting affiliation and recordkeeping provisions of the 
Investment Company Act of 1940. Specifically, the complaint alleges that: from about 
December 1, 1982 to May 26, 1983, TEP Fund purchased securities during the existence 
of an underwriting or selling syndicate, where an affiliate of its investment adviser 
was acting as principal underwriter; and from about November 24, 1982 to May 18, 1983,
TEP Fund failed to maintain and keep current certain required books and records. 
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Simultaneously with the filing of the complaint, the defendant, without admitting or 
denying the allegations of the Commission's complaint, consented to a Final Order 
directing it to comply with provisions of the Investment Company Act of 1940. (SEC v. 
TEP Fund, Inc., 83 Civil 9242, S.D.N.Y.). (LR-l0244)
