How is a person with a disability defined?

B A person who has a permanent, severe, physical or
mental impairment that substantially limits one or
more of his/her major life activities.

B A person who has a history of such an impairment.

B Disabilities may include mental retardation, psychi-
atric disorders, muscular or neurological limitations,
and invisible (hidden) disabilities such as lupus,
fibromyalgia, AIDS, diabetes, epilepsy, heart disease,
and asthma.
