Simplify for Best Results

• The suggested minimum size is 1.25’’ x 1.25’’

• Use URL Shortener when possible (will decrease the 

need for a larger size)a

• Add white space around the QR code for easier 

detection

• If possible, add a link as text to accompany the QR code• If possible, add a link as text to accompany the QR code

• Link to mobile-specific or mobile-optimized resources

1.Database Info to be QR CodeZ Encoded

2.Integrated into Print Data Stream2.Integrated into Print Data Stream

3.Passed to CodeZ QR Subroutine

4.Encoded into a PURL & Shortened

5.Encoded into a 1to1 QR CodeZ

6.Returned to Data Stream for Printing
