HOW TO USE YOUR PASS ID TO PARTICIPATE IN TSA Pre✓™ 
U.S. citizens who are members of a U.S. Customs and Border Protection Trusted Traveler program are automatically eligible to participate in the TSA Pre✓™ expedited screening program when traveling domestically.

CBP Trusted Traveler members enrolled in Global Entry, SENTRI, or NEXUS must enter their PASS ID into the “Known Traveler” field when booking their travel or saving it in their frequent flyer profile with a participating TSA Pre✓™ airline – currently Alaska Airlines, American Airlines, Delta Air Lines, United Airlines and US Airways. Participants should also remember to enter their full name exactly as it appears in their GOES account.
CBP Trusted Traveler members can find their PASS ID online by accessing their GOES account or on their membership card. The PASS ID is located on the back of the membership card in the top-left corner and is nine digits long.
